/Session |: Sustainable Communities \

Maine has a history of environmental leadership. Today, Maine
communities are particularly concerned about climate change and energy
security. Mainers want to do their part to reduce the effects of global
climate change while also addressing the local impacts of rising ocean
levels, increased storm intensity and biodiversity loss. Closely related,
energy security is just as much of a concern. Climate change and energy
security are both addressed through energy conservation, efficiency, and
renewability.

Session | will introduce the ways in which college students can become

active with communities on these issues. This session will also review
some basic sustainability concepts underpinning the remaining sessions.

@ssion ll: Green House Gas Inventories and Home \
Weatherization Programs

Green house gas (GHG) inventories and analysis, and community-based
home weatherization programs are two proven effective first steps for
addressing climate change and energy security. Institute participants will
choose one of two concurrent sessions.

GHG inventories help communities to prioritize their mitigation efforts.
Weatherization is a direct route to lower energy use and carbon
emissions. Both sessions will provide some technical background on the
subject, some hands-on experience and discussion of case studies of how

\these techniques have been successfully implemented in communities/




ﬂession lll: Next Steps: Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy \
Options

This session will provide an overview of renewable energy and energy
efficiency technology. We will look at solar photovoltaic, solar hot water,
wind energy, geothermal and other systems. For each, we will look at the
site criteria that should trigger communities to look at particular options,
and the typical costs and payback periods associated with each, and their

\\potential for energy savings and GHG emissions reduction. /

/Session IV: Creating Change in Communities \

Through internships and community service, students working with
engaged citizens planning sustainability programs. In this session, a panel of
proven change agents will describe their most successful techniques for
creating and growing programs in communities. Institute participants will
be able to use these techniques themselves as they take a place at the table

\with community leaders. /
